All students entering Grade Six are required to read two books during the
summer and complete a project for each book. Included with this letter are several
project ideas that students can choose from to demonstrate their understanding of
their chosen books. Both projects should be completed by students, signed by a
parent, and turned in to your child's teacher at the beginning of the school year.
Each will count towards their first marking period grade, therefore, it is important
that both projects are completed and returned to school. Your help and support in
encouraging your child to read two books and complete two projects this summer
will help maintain and enhance the growth he/she has made in both reading and
writing this past school year. The staff and I look forward to welcoming your child
to the Middle School and providing him/her with a successful Middle School
experience.
